	� As with other faith groups, we encourage 
empathy and understanding, urging schools 
to make Ramadan a calendar highlight. It gives 
students a voice to share what their faith means 
to them. Learning about a fellow student or staff 
member’s faith or belief should never occur just 
in RE class. Creating space for open dialogue 
help fosters understanding and empathy. 

	� Students may need more time to adjust their 
schedules throughout Ramadan, so consider 
accommodating more breaks. Therefore, a 
dedicated space to pray indoors and ask if 
students feel comfortable doing PE.
